Location : Altarstone Forest, Dawyck, Peebleshire 

 (4 km south of Broughton, Biggar after Dreva Farm ML12 6HH) 

Forest gate sat nav … Postcode EH45 8NY Grid ref NT156359 

Terrain: Mature pine forest with open moor farm land adjoining. Steep slopes tracks and some rock/ vegetation features. A typical mature Scottish borders forest. 

Maps: A3 sized 1:7500 contour 5 m with legend and control descriptions on front.  Stirling Surveys 2005, updated Tinto OC 2007 and minor revision John Robertson 2011.

Directions:  From North and West take A701 to Broughton. Follow signs from centre of village on single track road with passing places for 4 km. From West after Peebles follow A72 left turn on B712 through Stobo village to Dawyck signs at junction immediately thereafter. 1 km on narrow road to Altarstone Farm on left, forest gate on right.  

Note to Drivers: at both the Night and Day events runners will be crossing the main track. Please take care. 

Three very large log stacks have not been removed from the felled area to the North of the map.  These will be marked with yellow and black tape.  

Night Assembly: Follow forest road for 2 km to top of hill within forest.  Large white SOA tent is Night Assembly on right side of track. It will have registration/download/soup/results/lights by generator. There will be one toilet cubicle.
Parking: is on the forest road immediately beyond assembly. Turn and park facing back the way you came in. Single track forest road so NO exit before 1900 hours.
Starts 18.30 to 19.30 hours are 200 metres due east of Assembly tent, flat walk on forest rides.  Allow 5 minutes. Loose descriptions at the starts.
Finish:  The unmanned remote Finish is 500 metres west of assembly at the end of the car parking. After your run you must return to download at assembly before returning to your car.  Course closure 21.30 hours.
Clocks Go Back – one hour. Remember as every year someone arrives early for the day event. 
Day Assembly: At Forest gate. Tents on right side of access road. Registration/download/results/trophies.  There will be 2 toilet cubicles.

Parking: Beside forest road after assembly. Mini buses may be parked in nearby quarry. Turn and face back the way you came in. No exit before 12.30 hours.

Starts 10.30 to 12.30 hours  900 metres walk with 120 metres climb due north of assembly. Allow 15 minutes. DANGER The route to the start passes through a quarry area. Do not climb on the scree or the cliffs and obey all signs. Adults ensure their children keep to taped route please. Yellow and White courses collect maps from Assembly before going to start.

Finish: Remote, unmanned finish 200 meters south of Assembly. Ensure you download at Assembly before returning to your car. Course closure 14.30 hours.

String Course: Adjacent to Finish and Assembly.
First Aid: British Red Cross will be in attendance at Assembly both night and day. Borders General Hospital at Melrose Tel 01896826000 is nearest A & E. 

Water: Bring your own and leave no litter. Due to proximity of starts to assemblies there will be no clothing or water bottle transfer. 
Trophies: Please return all trophies to assembly either night or day. 2011 trophies will be presented at prize giving at 1500 hours Sunday.
